The Diocese of Hamilton is conducting the One Heart, 
One Soul Campaign to raise money from every Parish in 
the Diocese and for shared ministries. The tragic stories 
recently in the news, thankfully, do not reflect the 
circumstances and history of our diocese. However, it 
should still be noted that funds raised during the campaign 
will be held in a segregated account in trust for the 
parishes and ministries for which they were raised. Both 
civil and canon law require the diocese to use the gifts we 
receive for the stated purposes for which they were given 
– an obligation to which we are fully committed. Regarding 
how the Diocese handles abuse allegations, Bishop 
Crosby said in an August 2018 letter to all in the Diocese, 
“All allegations of sexual misconduct have been and will 
continue to be taken seriously and addressed immediately 
in accordance with our diocesan policy.” For a link to the 
full letter see our diocesan website, hamiltondiocese.com.
